An ordinance to amend the City Code of Ordinances by amending Chapter 11 - Licenses and Business Regulations 

by amending Article VIII “Outdoor Displays and Cafes” and various provisions relating thereto. 

 

Summary Background: Article VIII “Outdoor Displays and Cafes,” of Chapter 11 of the City of Fountain Inn Code 

of Ordinances was adopted by City Council in May 2026. Ordinance 2026-08 transforms Article VIII from a 

relatively simple sidewalk café permit process into a comprehensive public-space management program.  

 

Key policy changes include regulating outdoor merchandise displays, increasing insurance requirements, establishing 

detailed design standards, strengthening alcohol and safety regulations, creating clearer enforcement procedures, and 

aligning public-space permits with the City's Hospitality District vision and Unified Development Ordinance. 

 

Impact If Denied: The existing ordinance provides only limited regulations for outdoor cafés and does not 

adequately address outdoor merchandise displays, expanded downtown activity, or current risk management 

practices.  

 

Impact If Approved: Summary of changes:

ORDINANCE 

 

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND THE CITY CODE OF ORDINANCES BY AMENDING 

CHAPTER 11 - LICENSES AND BUSINESS REGULATIONS BY AMENDING ARTICLE VIII 

“OUTDOOR DISPLAYS AND CAFES” AND VARIOUS PROVISIONS RELATING THERETO. 

WHEREAS, The City of Fountain Inn has an existing Code of Ordinances; and 

WHEREAS, The City has created a special Hospitality District and made significant improvements to 

Main Street within the Central Business District such that there is more open space for the enjoyment of 

the public, for pedestrian traffic, outdoor entertainment, special events and the like; and 

WHEREAS, The Mayor and Council believe that it is advisable to establish a process by which licenses 

and permits may be obtained for the use of public spaces and to adopt regulations with regard thereto; 

and 

WHEREAS, the Mayor and City Council have reviewed the proposed amendment and have determined 

that it is in the best interest of the City to adopt it; 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF 

FOUNTAIN INN, SOUTH CAROLINA, AS FOLLOWS: 

Section 1:  That the Code of Ordinances, Chapter 11, Licenses and Business Regulations, be amended 

by amending Article VIII, “Outdoor Displays and Cafes,” which article shall read as follows: 

 

ARTICLE VIII. - OUTDOOR DISPLAYS AND CAFES 

 

Sec. 11-291. - Purpose and applicability of article. 

The provisions of this article shall apply to conforming businesses within a nonresidential district 

for the establishment, operation and maintenance of outdoor displays and dining areas located on 

sidewalks and public plazas. The purpose of this article is to promote the general economic development 

and atmosphere of the C-1 district and other areas for the benefit of all businesses and citizens located 

there, and no rights of individuals or individual businesses are created in this article. The City 

Administrator and Director of Planning and Development shall have broad discretion to grant, modify or 

revoke café permits issued pursuant to this article in the interests of improving and protecting the public 

health, safety and welfare. 

 

Sec. 11-292. - Definitions. 

The following words, terms and phrases, when used in this article, shall have the meanings ascribed to 

them in this section, except where the context clearly indicates a different meaning: 
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Administrator means the City Administrator or city personnel designated by the City 

Administrator to enforce this article. 

Cafe Permit means a revocable, nonexclusive permit issued by the City authorizing a qualified 

business to place approved temporary outdoor displays, dining furniture, signs, umbrellas, decorative 

items, or other related business items within a designated area of City-controlled public property. The 

permit does not create a leasehold, easement, property right, or right to exclusive possession of public 

property. 

Design requirements mean the standards adopted with this article that guide design and 

materials in encroachment areas. 

Encroachment means stands, tables, umbrellas, chairs, benches, signs, objects related to the 

business, or other items on the public right-of-way, sidewalk or common area on public property. 

Outdoor cafe means the business of providing food and beverage service with chairs, tables on 

sidewalks and plazas, adjacent to a business licensed to operate as an eating establishment where food 

and/or other refreshments are served.  

Outdoor display means a temporary, freestanding, movable fixture, object, or arrangement 

placed within an approved café permit area for the display of merchandise, products, or business-related 

items associated with the adjacent business. An outdoor display does not include a freestanding sign, 

outdoor storage, a box, bulk merchandise container, rolling cart, or similar merchandise-staging device. 

Permittee means the recipient of a cafe permit under the terms and provisions of this article. 

Plaza means any landscaped outdoor area which is owned or controlled by the city, which is 

open to the general public, but which is not a sidewalk or street. 

Sidewalk means that area of the public right-of-way between the curblines or the lateral lines of 

a roadway and the adjacent property lines and which is reserved for pedestrian traffic, but not including 

street crossings.  

 

Sec. 11-293. - Penalty. 

Any person violating any provision of this article shall be guilty of a misdemeanor and, upon conviction, 

shall be punished in accordance with Sec. 1-10 of this Code of Ordinances. Each day any violation of 

this article shall continue shall constitute a separate offense. 

 

Sec. 11-294. - Permit required. 

(a)  It shall be unlawful for any person to create, establish, operate, maintain or otherwise be engaged in 

the business of running an outdoor cafe, or to place any items upon the sidewalks or public property, in 

the city, unless the business holds a current valid café permit issued under the terms of this article. 

(b) Permits shall be issued only to validly licensed businesses that wish to set up signs, tables and chairs 

or other objects related to their business on the public sidewalk or plaza. 
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Sec. 11-295. - Application for café permit; fee. 

(a) Application for the café permit required by this article shall be made with the city in a form deemed 

appropriate by the City Administrator. Such application shall include, but not be limited to, the following 

information: 

(1) Name, home and business address and telephone number of the applicant, and the name and 

address of the owner of the business if other than the applicant. 

(2) Name, home address and telephone number of a person responsible whom the city may notify 

or contact at any time concerning the applicant's encroachment. 

(3) A copy of a valid business license to operate a business establishment adjacent to the public 

property which is the subject of the application. 

(4) Proof of current commercial general liability insurance, issued by an insurance company 

licensed to do business in the state, protecting the permittee and the City from all claims for 

damage to property and bodily injury, including death, which may arise from or relate to 

operation under or in connection with the café permit. Such insurance shall name the City as an 

additional insured, shall provide that the policy shall not terminate or be canceled prior to the 

expiration date without thirty (30) days’ advance written notice to the City, and shall provide 

minimum coverage of $1,000,000 per occurrence and $2,000,000 aggregate, or higher if deemed 

necessary by the administrator. 

a. The applicant shall indemnify, defend, and hold harmless the City of Fountain Inn, its 

elected and appointed officials, officers, employees, agents, and representatives from and 

against any and all claims, demands, damages, losses, liabilities, penalties, fines, costs, 

expenses, and attorney’s fees arising out of or related to the applicant’s use, operation, 

maintenance, or occupancy of the permitted area, including injury to persons or damage 

to property occurring in or about the permitted area, except to the extent caused by the 

sole negligence or willful misconduct of the City. 

(5) A scaled permit plan showing the proposed permit area; building frontage; curb, sidewalk, 

and street edges; total sidewalk width; the required clear pedestrian access route; accessible 

entrances; doors; crosswalks; curb ramps; driveways; fire hydrants; utility fixtures; trees; 

streetlights; and all proposed tables, chairs, umbrellas, signs, displays, planters, and other items. 

(6) Proof of any required state or local alcohol beverage license, permit, or approval; health 

permit; fire approval; or other permit applicable to the proposed use. If alcoholic beverages will 

be served in the permitted area, the applicant must provide proof that the applicable state alcohol 

license includes, or has been amended to include, the outdoor permitted area as part of the 

licensed premises. Alcohol service may not begin in the permitted area until all required state and 

local approvals have been obtained. 

(7) Photographs, drawings or manufacturers' brochures fully describing the appearance of all 

proposed tables, chairs, umbrellas or other objects related to the business. 

(8) Written permission from the property owner or landlord where the business is not the 

property owner. 
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(b) Not later than 15 days after the filing of a completed application for a temporary cafe permit, the 

applicant shall be notified by city staff of the decision on the issuance or denial of the permit. An annual 

fee shall be due and payable as fixed from time to time by the administrator. This fee is in addition to the 

business license fee required for operation within the city. Only new permits shall be prorated on a 

quarterly basis. No fees shall be charged for encroachments solely for the purpose of beautification, but 

all other provisions of this article shall apply. 

(c) Application for a permit shall be made within 48 hours of written notice for failure to obtain a permit, 

or as soon thereafter as city offices are open. Where the same owner, occupant or person responsible has 

been given notice of the same violation at the same location within the previous 180 days, such 

requirements of written notice may be waived and legal proceedings commence immediately. 

(d) Cafe permit fees will be established by Ordinance by City Council and included in the annual fee 

schedule. 

(e) Submission Method. Applications shall be submitted through the City’s designated electronic 

permitting system or such other method as prescribed by the City Administrator. 

 

Sec. 11-296. - Prohibited acts. 

(a) No merchant, vendor, business or property owner shall: 

(1) Place any items for sale or other equipment, tables or chairs on any portion of the public 

property other than that directly in front of his existing place of business without the written 

consent of adjacent landowners and businesses and approval by the City. In no event shall such 

items be placed in landscaped areas or extend beyond the frontage of the applicant’s business 

unless written permission is obtained from the affected adjacent property owner or business and 

the extension is approved by the City as part of the permit. 

(2) Block or restrict the pedestrian passageway to less than six feet in width (as measured at all 

points from the sidewalk and extending up to fifteen feet above the sidewalk), or block ingress or 

egress to or from any building. In areas of congested pedestrian activity, the administrator is 

authorized to require a wider pedestrian passageway, as circumstances dictate. Also, no items 

shall be placed to block or impede any driveway, crosswalk, bus stop, counter service window or 

block visibility within an intersection. 

(3) Sublicense, assign, transfer, or otherwise allow another person or business to use the Permit 

Area. 

(4) Place objects around the perimeter of an area occupied by tables and chairs which would 

have the effect of forming a physical or visual barrier, except within a plaza, without the written 

approval of the administrator. 

(5) Use tables, chairs, benches, umbrellas and any other objects of such quality, design, materials 

and workmanship which are not authorized by the administrator. Objects in a plaza must meet 

design requirements set forth for that public space. 

(6) Use umbrellas larger than ten feet by ten feet unless such umbrellas are fire-retardant, 

pressure-treated, or manufactured of fire-resistive material. 
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(7) Fail to secure permission of the landlord where a building has multiple occupants. 

(8) Utilize the area for commercial activity in any way without the insurance coverage specified. 

(9) Sound or permit the sounding of any device on the public property which produces a loud 

noise, or use or operate any loudspeaker, public address system, radio, sound amplifier or similar 

device. 

(10) Fail to pick up, remove and dispose of all trash or refuse left by the business or its patrons 

on the public right-of-way. 

(11) Store, park or leave any stand or items of merchandise overnight on any street or sidewalk, 

except for tables and chairs, which may be kept in the permitted area at the permittee's risk. 

(12) Store, park or leave any vehicle, truck or trailer within the encroachment area. 

(13) Serve an alcoholic beverage without also serving food. An alcoholic beverage served to any 

customer pursuant to a permit issued under this Article must be accompanied by an order for the 

service of food. 

(14) Permit or allow smoking within any permitted area. Smoking shall be prohibited within the 

permitted area and must occur a minimum of ten (10) feet from the encroachment boundary. 

(15) Place or allow benches within café permit areas where food or alcoholic beverages are 

served, unless specifically approved by the administrator. 

(b) The café permit is a temporary, revocable license, which may be denied, suspended, or revoked for 

any conduct contrary to the provisions of this article or for conduct of the business in such a manner as 

to create a public nuisance or constitute a danger to the operator’s or the public’s health, safety, or 

welfare. No property right is created by this article. Any denial, suspension, or revocation shall be 

subject to the appeal procedures set forth in Sec. 11-298. 

 

Sec. 11-297. - Form and conditions of permit.  

The permit required by this article shall be issued on a form deemed suitable by the 

administrator. In addition to naming the permittee and any other information deemed appropriate by the 

administrator, the permit shall contain the following conditions: 

(1) Each permit shall expire on July 1 of each year unless revoked, suspended, or retracted prior 

to expiration. When a permit is invalidated, the prorated fee for any full quarter year remaining 

shall be refunded. No fees will be refunded for periods of suspension. 

(2) The permit issued shall be personal to the permittee only and shall not be transferable in any 

manner. 

(3) The permit may be suspended by the administrator when necessary to clear the public 

property for public safety for a community or special event authorized by a permit issued by the 

city. 

(4) The administrator may require the temporary removal of items within the encroachment area 

when street, sidewalk, common area or utility repairs necessitate such action. 
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(5) The permit shall be specifically limited to the area shown on the plat diagram attached to the 

permit application. As a condition of approval, the city may reduce and otherwise reconfigure the 

proposed area and the number of requested chairs, tables and items within the encroachment 

area. 

(6) The encroachment area covered by the permit shall be maintained in a neat and orderly 

appearance at all times, and the area shall be cleared of all debris on a periodic basis during the 

day, and again at the closing of each business day. 

(7) To preserve pedestrian safety, maintain clear access, and protect the appearance and character 

of the streetscape, signs, displays, umbrellas, and other items within the permitted area shall be 

limited to materials, markings, and design elements that identify or are directly associated with 

the on-site business and shall comply with all design and operational standards approved by the 

City. 

(8) No tables or chairs or any other parts of the business shall be attached, chained or in any 

manner affixed to any tree, post, sign or other fixtures, curb or sidewalk within or near the 

permitted area in a manner which causes or threatens to cause injury to any person or damage to 

public or private properties. No additional outdoor seating authorized under this article shall be 

used for calculating seating requirements pertaining to location of, application for or issuance of 

an ABC license for any establishment or be used as the basis for computing required seating for 

restaurants and dining rooms, or as grounds for claiming exemption from such requirements 

under the provisions of any city ordinance or state law. 

(9) The issuance of a permit does not grant or imply vested rights to use of the area by the 

permittee. The city retains the right to deny the issuance of a permit or the renewal of a permit 

for any reason. 

(10) Tables, chairs, benches, umbrellas and any other objects provided shall be maintained with a 

clean and attractive appearance and shall be kept safe and in good repair at all times. 

(11) The city retains the right to suspend the privilege of using glass containers within the 

encroachment area during major festivals and events and when streets are closed. The use of 

glass containers will be revoked if an incident jeopardizes the health, safety and welfare of 

customers or the general public. Any violation of state or local laws will also result in a 

revocation of this privilege. Repeated offenses may result in revocation or denial of the cafe 

permit. 

(12) Alcohol Service Conditions 

a. The service and consumption of alcoholic beverages on city sidewalks and public 

property is authorized to the extent provided for in each individual permit issued, but not 

otherwise. The service and consumption of food, nonalcoholic beverages and alcoholic 

beverages in sidewalk encroachments pursuant to this article is limited to patrons seated 

at tables. No café permit shall authorize either the service or consumption of alcoholic 

beverages between the hours of 10:00 p.m. and 10:00 a.m.  

b. Alcoholic beverages may only be consumed by seated patrons at tables where food is 

served; 
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c. Mixed drinks served within the encroachment area must remain within the permitted 

area; 

d. During special events, permittees shall ensure compliance with all restrictions imposed 

by the City regarding alcohol service and consumption. 

(13) The city may require the posting or placement of the permit and relevant notices to facilitate the 

administration and enforcement of this article. 

(14) Outdoor displays authorized under this article are temporary encroachments on public property and 

are not “outdoor retail display areas” for purposes of the Unified Development Ordinance, unless 

otherwise determined by the Planning Director. Nothing in this article authorizes outdoor storage or 

permanent retail display areas in violation of the Unified Development Ordinance. 

(15) A café permit issued under this article shall constitute the revocable license required for outdoor 

sidewalk seating under the Unified Development Ordinance, provided that the permit includes 

insurance, indemnification, maintenance, removal, and revocation provisions acceptable to the City.” 

 

Sec. 11-298. - Denial, suspension, retraction or revocation of permit; removal of property by city. 

(a) Grounds for denial, suspension, retraction or revocation; removal of property by city. The 

administrator may deny, retract, revoke or suspend a café permit issued under this article at any time for 

any business authorized in the city if it is found that: 

(1) Any necessary business or health permit has been suspended, revoked or canceled. 

(2) The permittee does not have insurance in force which is correct and effective in the minimum 

amount described in Sec. 11-295(a)(4). 

(3) Changing conditions of pedestrian or vehicular traffic causing congestion or changes of 

property conditions necessitating removal of the encroachment. Such decision shall be based 

upon findings of the administrator that the minimum six-foot pedestrian path is insufficient under 

existing circumstances and represents a danger to the health, safety or general welfare of 

pedestrians or vehicular traffic. 

(4) The permittee has failed to correct violations of this article or conditions of the permit upon 

receipt of the administrator's notice of the violation delivered in writing to the permittee. 

(5) The permittee has failed to take positive actions to prohibit violations from reoccurring. 

(6) The permittee has failed to make modifications upon receipt of the administrator's notice to 

make such modifications delivered in writing to the permittee. 

(7) The permittee’s business license has been revoked, suspended, or is lapsed, in which case the 

permit issued pursuant to this article is automatically and immediately revoked. 

(b) Tables, chairs and other vestiges of the business may be removed by the department of public works, 

and a reasonable fee charged for labor, transportation and storage, should the permittee fail to remove 

the items within 36 hours of receipt of the administrator's final notice to do so for any reason provided 

for under this article. If the action is taken based on subsection (a)(2) or (3) of this section, the action 

shall become effective upon the receipt of such notice and the permittee shall have four hours to remove 
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the items. If an item presents an immediate threat to public health, safety, or welfare, blocks required 

pedestrian access, or interferes with emergency access, the City may remove, relocate, or secure the item 

without prior notice. The permittee shall remain responsible for all reasonable costs incurred by the City. 

(c) Notice of denial or revocation. Except in the case of revocation pursuant to Sec. 11-298(a)(7), upon 

denial or revocation, the administrator shall give notice of such action to the applicant or the permittee, 

in writing, stating the action which has been taken and the reason therefore. The action shall be effective 

upon giving such notice to the permittee. 

(d) Appeals. The permittee shall have the right to appeal the decision of the administrator by filing a 

written notice of appeal with the City within five working days of receipt of notice. An appeal does not 

stay the denial, suspension, or revocation of the permit unless otherwise ordered by the hearing officer. 

Appeals shall be heard by an independent hearing officer designated by the City Administrator. The 

hearing shall be held within five working days from the date of notice of the request, if reasonably 

practicable, or as soon thereafter as the hearing officer is available. The permittee or applicant may be 

represented by an attorney and may present witnesses, affidavits, and any relevant documentary 

evidence. Formal rules of evidence shall not apply. The hearing officer shall notify the permittee or 

applicant of the determination in writing. 

 

Sec. 11-299. – Design and Operational Standards. 

(a) Pedestrian Access. A continuous pedestrian path of not less than six (6) feet in width shall be 

maintained at all times, free from obstruction. 

(b) Encroachment Limitations. Encroachments shall not extend beyond the frontage of the applicant’s 

business unless written permission is obtained from adjacent property owners or businesses and the 

extension is approved by the City as part of the permit. 

(c) Sandwich Board Signs. 

(1) Must be freestanding and movable; 

(2) Shall not exceed six (6) square feet per side and four (4) feet in height with up to two (2) 

sides; 

(3) The sign shall not be internally illuminated or equipped with any external lighting fixtures; 

however, it may be placed in areas illuminated by standard building-mounted or site lighting 

intended for pedestrian or storefront visibility,; 

(4) Shall be limited to identifying or being directly associated with the on-site business and shall 

not create a hazard, obstruction, or distraction inconsistent with pedestrian safety or streetscape 

aesthetics. 

(d) Umbrellas. 

(1) Shall be solid in color or otherwise consistent with the approved design standards and limited 

to identifying or being directly associated with the on-site business; 

(2) Must maintain a minimum clearance height of seven (7) feet; 

(3) Shall not encroach into the required pedestrian access area. 
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(e) Outdoor Displays. 

(1) Must be freestanding, movable, and parallel to the building frontage; 

(2) Shall not exceed six and one-half (6.5) feet in height, three (3) feet in width, or three (3) feet 

in depth. Depth shall be measured perpendicular to the building frontage; 

(3) Shall be limited to identifying or being directly associated with the on-site business and shall 

comply with the purpose of preserving pedestrian safety and streetscape aesthetics; 

(4) Advertising may be displayed on an outdoor display; however, the total area occupied by 

advertising on any individual side or face of the display shall not exceed fifty percent (50%) of 

the actual surface area of that side or face. For purposes of this subsection, advertising includes 

lettering, logos, graphics, images, or other promotional material. The area of each side or face 

shall be calculated using that side’s actual height and width. 

(5) Merchandise may be displayed but shall not be used for outdoor storage. Boxes, bulk 

merchandise containers, rolling carts, and similar merchandise-staging devices are prohibited. 

(f) Insurance Maintenance. Permit holders shall maintain required insurance at all times and provide 

updated proof annually or upon request. 

(g) Customer Management. Permit holders shall ensure that patrons do not obstruct pedestrian access or 

expand seating arrangements in a manner that violates this article. 

(h) Where this article imposes standards more restrictive than the Unified Development Ordinance, the 

standards of this article shall apply to encroachments on public sidewalks, plazas, rights-of-way, and 

other public property. 

 

Section 2.  Authorization. The Mayor, the City Administrator, and the City Clerk, for and on behalf of 

the City, acting jointly or individually, are fully empowered and authorized to take such further action as 

may be reasonably necessary to effect the amendments authorized by this Ordinance in accordance with 

the conditions herein set forth. 

 

Section 3.  Severability. The provisions of this Ordinance are hereby declared to be severable and if any 

section, phrase or provision shall for any reason be declared by a court of competent jurisdiction to be 

invalid or unenforceable, such declaration shall not affect the validity of the remainder of the sections, 

phrases and provisions hereunder. 

 

Section 4.   Repeal of Conflicting Ordinance. All ordinances, orders, resolutions and parts thereof in 

conflict herewith are, to the extent of such conflict, hereby repealed and this Ordinance shall take effect 

and be in full force from and after its passage and approval. 

 

Section 5.   Effective Date of the Ordinance. This ordinance shall become effective upon final approval 

by Council after second reading and signing by the Mayor.

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Summary of Major Changes 

1. Converts the "Encroachment Permit" into a "Café Permit" 

The ordinance consistently replaces references to an encroachment permit with a café 

permit and expressly states that the permit is a revocable, nonexclusive license that creates 

no leasehold, easement, property right, or exclusive use of public property.  

2. Adds Regulation of Outdoor Retail Displays 

The existing article primarily focuses on outdoor dining and encroachments. The ordinance 

adds a new definition of "Outdoor Display" and establishes detailed standards for 

merchandise displays on public sidewalks.  

New standards include: 

• Displays must be freestanding and movable. 

• Maximum size of 6.5 feet tall, 3 feet wide, and 3 feet deep. 

• Merchandise may be displayed, but outdoor storage is prohibited. 

• Boxes, bulk containers, rolling carts, and similar staging devices are prohibited. 
• Advertising on displays is limited to 50% of each display face.  

3. Stronger Insurance and Liability Requirements 

Current code requires a minimum liability policy of $250,000.  

The ordinance increases requirements substantially: 

• Minimum commercial general liability coverage of $1 million per occurrence and $2 

million aggregate. 

• Requires annual proof of insurance. 
• Adds a broad indemnification and hold-harmless obligation protecting the City.   

4. More Detailed Application Requirements 

Applicants must now provide: 

• A detailed scaled site plan showing pedestrian access routes, utilities, crosswalks, fire 

hydrants, trees, lights, furniture, displays, and encroachments. 

• Proof that any alcohol license covers the outdoor area. 

• Written owner or landlord permission. 
• Electronic application submission.  

5. Removes the 25-Foot Expansion Allowance 

Current code allows encroachments up to 25 feet beyond each side of the business with 

approvals.  
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The ordinance instead limits encroachments to the applicant's frontage unless adjacent 

owners consent and the City approves the extension. 

6. Adds New Prohibited Activities 

The ordinance newly prohibits: 

• Smoking within permit areas (must occur at least 10 feet away). 
• Benches within dining/alcohol service areas unless specifically approved.  

It also expands the prohibition on transferring permits to prohibit assignment, transfer, or 

allowing another business to use the permit area.  

7. Changes Permit Expiration and Renewal 

Current permits: 

• Can remain effective for up to three years and are subject to annual renewal.  

Proposed permits: 

• Expire annually on July 1 unless renewed. 

8. New Rules for Signage and Branding 

The ordinance replaces the current near-total advertising prohibition with standards that 

allow signs, displays, and umbrellas associated with the on-site business as long as they 

meet City design standards. 

It also creates specific standards for sandwich-board signs: 

• Freestanding and movable. 

• Maximum 6 square feet per side. 

• Maximum height of 4 feet. 
• No internal illumination. 

9. Expanded Alcohol Service Regulations 

The existing article contains basic requirements concerning food service and hours of 

alcohol service. 

The ordinance: 

• Requires proof that the outdoor area is part of the licensed premises. 

• Requires compliance with all state and local approvals. 

• Restricts alcohol to seated patrons at tables. 

• Requires mixed drinks to remain within the permitted area. 
• Requires compliance with event-specific restrictions.  

The ordinance removes the existing prohibition on alcohol service during December 1–31, 

which appears in the current article. 
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10. Stronger City Enforcement Authority 

The ordinance gives the City authority to immediately remove or secure encroachments 

that: 

• Threaten public health or safety, 

• Obstruct required pedestrian access, or 
• Interfere with emergency access. 

11. Revises Appeals Process 

Current appeals go to the City Administrator. 

The ordinance: 

• Requires a written appeal filing. 

• Uses an independent hearing officer designated by the City Administrator. 

• Allows a hearing officer to stay permit actions. 
• Extends hearing scheduling flexibility. 

12. Creates an Entirely New Section: Design and Operational Standards 

A new Section 11-299 establishes: 

• Minimum six-foot pedestrian clearance. 

• Encroachment limits. 

• Standards for sandwich-board signs. 

• Standards for umbrellas. 

• Standards for outdoor displays. 

• Insurance maintenance requirements. 

• Customer management obligations. 
• Clarification that these standards control over the UDO where more restrictive.  

13. Integration with the Unified Development Ordinance (UDO) 

The ordinance expressly: 

• Clarifies that outdoor displays are not outdoor retail display areas under the UDO 

unless otherwise determined by the Planning Director. 
• States that a café permit satisfies the UDO's required outdoor sidewalk seating 

license requirements.  
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ARTICLE VIII. OUTDOOR DISPLAYS AND CAFES 

 

Sec. 11-291.  - Purpose and applicability of article. 

The provisions of this article shall apply to conforming businesses within a nonresidential 

district for the establishment, operation and maintenance of outdoor displays and dining areas 

located on sidewalks and public plazas. The purpose of this article is to promote the general 

economic development and atmosphere of the C-1 district and other areas for the benefit of all 

businesses and citizens located there, and no rights of individuals or individual businesses are 

created in this article. The city administratorCity Administrator and directorDirector of public 
worksPlanning and Development shall have broad discretion to grant, modify or revoke café 

permits issued pursuant to this article in the interests of improving and protecting the public 

health, safety and welfare.  

Sec. 11-292.  - Definitions. 

The following words, terms and phrases, when used in this article, shall have the meanings 

ascribed to them in this section, except where the context clearly indicates a different meaning:  

Administrator means the city administratorCity Administrator or city personnel 

designated by the city administratorCity Administrator to enforce this article.  

Cafe Permit means a revocable, nonexclusive permit issued by the City authorizing a 

qualified business to place approved temporary outdoor displays, dining furniture, signs, 

umbrellas, decorative items, or other related business items within a designated area of City-

controlled public property. The permit does not create a leasehold, easement, property right, or 

right to exclusive possession of public property. 

Design requirements meansmean the standards adopted with this article that guide 

design and materials in encroachment areas.  

Encroachment means stands, tables, umbrellas, chairs, benches, signs, objects related to 

the business, or other items on the public right-of-way, sidewalk or common area on public 

property.  

Outdoor cafe means the business of providing food and beverage service with chairs, 

tables on sidewalks and plazas, adjacent to a business licensed to operate as an eating 

establishment where food and/or other refreshments are served.  

Outdoor display means a temporary, freestanding, movable fixture, object, or 

arrangement placed within an approved café permit area for the display of merchandise, 

products, or business-related items associated with the adjacent business. An outdoor display 

does not include a freestanding sign, outdoor storage, a box, bulk merchandise container, rolling 

cart, or similar merchandise-staging device. 

Permittee means the recipient of an encroachmenta cafe permit under the terms and 

provisions of this article.  
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Plaza means any landscaped outdoor area which is owned or controlled by the city, 

which is open to the general public, but which is not a sidewalk or street.  

Sidewalk means that area of the public right-of-way between the curblines or the lateral 

lines of a roadway and the adjacent property lines and which is reserved for pedestrian traffic, 

but not including street crossings.  

 

Sec. 11-293.  - Penalty. 

Any person violating any provision of this article shall be guilty of a misdemeanor and, upon 

conviction, shall be punished in accordance with sectionSec. 1-10. of this Code of Ordinances. 

Each day any violation of this article shall continue shall constitute a separate offense. 

 

Sec. 11-294.  - Permit required. 

(a)   It shall be unlawful for any person to create, establish, operate, maintain or otherwise be 

engaged in the business of running an outdoor cafe, or to place any items upon the sidewalks or 

public property, in the city, unless he shall holdthe business holds a currentlycurrent valid café 

permit issued under the terms of this article.  

(b)  Permits shall be issued only to validly licensed businesses that wish to set up signs, 

tables and chairs or other objects related to their business on the public sidewalk or plaza.  

 

Sec. 11-295.  - Application for café permit; fee. 

(a)  Application for the café permit required by this article shall be made with the city in a 

form deemed appropriate by the city administrator.City Administrator. Such application shall 

include, but not be limited to, the following information:  

(1)  Name, home and business address and telephone number of the applicant, and the 

name and address of the owner of the business if other than the applicant.  

(2)  Name, home address and telephone number of a person responsible person 
whom the city may notify or contact at any time concerning the applicant's 

encroachment.  

(3)  A copy of a valid business license to operate a business establishment adjacent to 

the public property which is the subject of the application.  

(4)  Proof of current commercial general liability insurance, issued by an insurance 

company licensed to do business in the state, protecting the licenseepermittee and the 

cityCity from all claims for damage to property and bodily injury, including death, which 

may arise from or relate to operation under or in connection with the encroachmentcafé 

permit. Such insurance shall name the cityCity as an additional insured and, shall provide 
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that the policy shall not terminate or be canceled prior to the expiration date without 

thirty (30 days') days’ advance written notice to the city. The policyCity, and shall be 
aprovide minimum coverage of $2501,000.00,000 per occurrence and $2,000,000 

aggregate, or higher if deemed necessary by the administrator.  

(5) A sketch, to scale, of the proposed location, showing the layout and dimensions of the existing public 
area and adjacent private property.  

(6) Proof of any required ABC license, health permits or other state permits for the business involved.  

a. The applicant shall indemnify, defend, and hold harmless the City of Fountain 

Inn, its elected and appointed officials, officers, employees, agents, and 

representatives from and against any and all claims, demands, damages, losses, 

liabilities, penalties, fines, costs, expenses, and attorney’s fees arising out of or 

related to the applicant’s use, operation, maintenance, or occupancy of the 

permitted area, including injury to persons or damage to property occurring in or 

about the permitted area, except to the extent caused by the sole negligence or 

willful misconduct of the City. 

(5) A scaled permit plan showing the proposed permit area; building frontage; curb, 

sidewalk, and street edges; total sidewalk width; the required clear pedestrian access 

route; accessible entrances; doors; crosswalks; curb ramps; driveways; fire hydrants; 

utility fixtures; trees; streetlights; and all proposed tables, chairs, umbrellas, signs, 

displays, planters, and other items. 

(6) Proof of any required state or local alcohol beverage license, permit, or approval; 

health permit; fire approval; or other permit applicable to the proposed use. If alcoholic 

beverages will be served in the permitted area, the applicant must provide proof that the 

applicable state alcohol license includes, or has been amended to include, the outdoor 

permitted area as part of the licensed premises. Alcohol service may not begin in the 

permitted area until all required state and local approvals have been obtained. 

(7)  Photographs, drawings or manufacturers' brochures fully describing the 

appearance of all proposed tables, chairs, umbrellas or other objects related to the 

business.  

(8) Written permission from the property owner or landlord where the business is not the 

property owner. 

(b)  Not later than 15 days after the filing of a completed application for a temporary 

encroachmentcafe permit, the applicant shall be notified by city staff of the decision on the 

issuance or denial of the permit. An annual fee shall be due and payable as fixed from time to 

time by the administrator. This fee is in addition to the business license fee required for operation 

within the city. Only new permits shall be prorated on a quarterly basis. No fees shall be charged 

for encroachments solely for the purpose of beautification, but all other provisions of this article 

shall apply.  

(c)  Application for a permit shall be made within 48 hours of written notice for failure to 

obtain a permit, or as soon thereafter as city offices are open. Where the same owner, occupant or

previous 180 days, such requirements of written notice may be waived and legal proceedings 

commencedcommence immediately.  

(d) Cafe permit fees will be established by Ordinance by City Council and included in the annual 

fee schedule. 

(e) Submission Method. Applications shall be submitted through the City’s designated electronic 

permitting system or such other method as prescribed by the City Administrator. 

 

Sec. 11-296.  - Prohibited acts. 

(a)  No merchant, vendor, business or property owner shall:  

(1)  Place any items for sale or other equipment, tables or chairs on any portion of the 

public property other than that directly in front of his existing place of business without 

the written consent of adjacent landowners and businesses. and approval by the City. In 

no event shall such items be placed in the landscaped areas or extend beyond the 

authorized 25 feet from each sidefrontage of the applicant'sapplicant’s business.  
unless written permission is obtained from the affected adjacent property owner or 

business and the extension is approved by the City as part of the permit. 

(2)  Block or restrict the pedestrian passageway to less than six feet in width (as 

measured at all points from the sidewalk and extending up to 15fifteen feet above the 

sidewalk), or block ingress or egress to or from any building. In areas of congested 

pedestrian activity, the administrator is authorized to require a wider pedestrian 

passageway, as circumstances dictate. Also, no items shall be placed so as to block or 

impede any driveway, crosswalk, bus stop, counter service window or block visibility 

within an intersection.  

(3)  Sublicense, assign, transfer, or otherwise allow another person or business to use 

the encroachment area. Permit Area. 

(4)  Place objects around the perimeter of an area occupied by tables and chairs which 

would have the effect of forming a physical or visual barrier, except within a plaza, 

without the written approval of the administrator.  

(5)  Use tables, chairs, benches, umbrellas and any other objects of such quality, 

design, materials and workmanship which are not authorized by the administrator. 

Objects in a plaza must meet design requirements set forth for that public space.  

(6)  Use umbrellas whichlarger than ten feet by ten feet unless such umbrellas are not 
fire-retardant, pressure-treated, or manufactured of fire-resistive material if larger than 
ten feet by ten feet. . 

(7)  Fail to secure permission of the landlord where a building has multiple 

occupants.  
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(8)  Utilize the area for commercial activity in any way without the insurance 

coverage specified.  

(9)  Sound or permit the sounding of any device on the public property which 

produces a loud noise, or use or operate any loudspeaker, public address system, radio, 

sound amplifier or similar device.  

(10)  Fail to pick up, remove and dispose of all trash or refuse left by the business or 

its patrons on the public right-of-way.  

(11)  Store, park or leave any stand or items of merchandise overnight on any street or 

sidewalk, except for tables and chairs, which may be kept in the permitted area at the 

permittee's risk.  

(12)  Store, park or leave any vehicle, truck or trailer within the encroachment area.  

(13)  Serve an alcoholic beverage without also serving food. An alcoholic beverage 

served to any customer pursuant to a permit issued under this articleArticle must be 

accompanied by an order for the service of food.  

(b) The (14) Permit or allow smoking within any permitted area. Smoking shall be 

prohibited within the permitted area and must occur a minimum of ten (10) feet from the 

encroachment boundary. 

(15) Place or allow benches within café permit areas where food or alcoholic beverages 

are served, unless specifically approved by the administrator. 

(b) The café permit is a temporary, revocable license, which may be denied, suspended, or 

revoked for any conduct which is contrary to the provisions of this article or for conduct of the 

business in such a manner as to create a public nuisance or constitute a danger to the 

operator'soperator’s or the public'spublic’s health, safety, or welfare. No property right is 

created by this article, and the decision of the administrator. Any denial, suspension, or 

revocation shall be final. subject to the appeal procedures set forth in Sec. 11-298. 

(c) Notwithstanding any other provision of this article, no alcohol may be served pursuant to a permit issued as 
provided herein during the period of December 1 through December 31 each year.  

 

Sec. 11-297.  - Form and conditions of permit.  

The permit required by this article shall be issued on a form deemed suitable by the 

administrator. In addition to naming the permittee and any other information deemed appropriate 

by the administrator, the permit shall contain the following conditions:  

(1)  Each permit shall be effective for up to three years, from April 15—April 14, 
subject to annual renewal,expire on July 1 of each year unless revoked, suspended, or 

retracted prior to expiration. When a permit is invalidated, the prorated fee for any full 

quarter year remaining shall be refunded. No fees will be refunded for periods of 

suspension.  
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(2)  The permit issued shall be personal to the permittee only and shall not be 

transferable in any manner.  

(3)  The permit may be suspended by the administrator when necessary to clear the 

public property for public safety for a community or special event authorized by a permit 

issued by the city.  

(4)  The administrator may require the temporary removal of items within the 

encroachment area when street, sidewalk, common area or utility repairs necessitate such 

action.  

(5)  The permit shall be specifically limited to the area shown on the plat diagram 

attached to the permit application. As a condition of approval, the city may reduce and 

otherwise reconfigure the proposed area and the number of requested chairs, tables and 

items within the encroachment area.  

(6)  The encroachment area covered by the permit shall be maintained in a neat and 

orderly appearance at all times, and the area shall be cleared of all debris on a periodic 

basis during the day, and again at the closeclosing of each business day.  

(7) No advertising is permitted, except for the posting of prices, on any stand or item, except to identify 
the name of the product.  

(7) To preserve pedestrian safety, maintain clear access, and protect the appearance and 

character of the streetscape, signs, displays, umbrellas, and other items within the 

permitted area shall be limited to materials, markings, and design elements that identify 

or are directly associated with the on-site business and shall comply with all design and 

operational standards approved by the City. 

(8)  No tables or chairs or any other parts of the business shall be attached, chained or 

in any manner affixed to any tree, post, sign or other fixtures, curb or sidewalk within or 

near the permitted area in a manner which causes or threatens to cause injury to any 

person or damage to public or private properties. No additional outdoor seating 

authorized under this article shall be used for calculating seating requirements pertaining 

to location of, application for or issuance of an ABC license for any establishment, or be 

used as the basis for computing required seating for restaurants and dining rooms, or as 

grounds for claiming exemption from such requirements under the provisions of any city 

ordinance or state law.  

(9)  The issuance of a permit does not grant or imply vested rights to use of the area 

by the permittee. The city retains the right to deny the issuance of a permit or the renewal 

of a permit for any reason.  

(10)  Tables, chairs, benches, umbrellas and any other objects provided shall be 

maintained with a clean and attractive appearance and shall be kept safe and in good 

repair at all times.  

(11)  The city retains the right to suspend the privilege of using glass containers within 

the encroachment area during major festivals and events and when streets are closed. The 
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use of glass containers will be revoked if an incident jeopardizes the health, safety and 

welfare of customers or the general public. Any violation of state or local laws will also 

result in a revocation of this privilege. Repeated offenses may result in revocation or 

denial of the encroachmentcafe permit.  

(12)  Alcohol Service Conditions 

a. The service and consumption of alcoholic beverages on city sidewalks and 

public property is authorized to the extent provided for in each individual permit 

issued, but not otherwise. The service and consumption of food, nonalcoholic 

beverages and alcoholic beverages in sidewalk encroachments pursuant to this 

article is limited to patrons seated at tables. No encroachmentcafé permit shall 

authorize either the service or consumption of alcoholic beverages between the 

hours of 10:00 p.m. and 10:00 a.m.  

b. Alcoholic beverages may only be consumed by seated patrons at tables where 

food is served; 

c. Mixed drinks served within the encroachment area must remain within the 

permitted area; 

d. During special events, permittees shall ensure compliance with all restrictions 

imposed by the City regarding alcohol service and consumption. 

(13)  The city may require the posting or placement of the permit and relevant notices to 

facilitate the administration and enforcement of this article.  

(14) Outdoor displays authorized under this article are temporary encroachments on public 

property and are not “outdoor retail display areas” for purposes of the Unified Development 

Ordinance, unless otherwise determined by the Planning Director. Nothing in this article 

authorizes outdoor storage or permanent retail display areas in violation of the Unified 

Development Ordinance. 

(15) A café permit issued under this article shall constitute the revocable license required for 

outdoor sidewalk seating under the Unified Development Ordinance, provided that the permit 

includes insurance, indemnification, maintenance, removal, and revocation provisions acceptable 

to the City.” 

 

Sec. 11-298.  - Denial, suspension, retraction or revocation of permit; removal of property 

by city. 

(a)  Grounds for denial, suspension, retraction or revocation; removal of property by city. 

The administrator may deny, retract, revoke or suspend a café permit issued under this article at 

any time for any business authorized in the city if it is found that:  

(1)  Any necessary business or health permit has been suspended, revoked or 

canceled.  
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(2)  The permittee does not have insurance in force which is correct and effective in 

the minimum amount described in sectionSec. 11-295(a)(4).  

(3)  Changing conditions of pedestrian or vehicular traffic causing congestion or 

changes of property conditions necessitating removal of the encroachment. Such decision 

shall be based upon findings of the administrator that the minimum six-foot pedestrian 

path is insufficient under existing circumstances and represents a danger to the health, 

safety or general welfare of pedestrians or vehicular traffic.  

(4)  The permittee has failed to correct violations of this article or conditions of the 

permit upon receipt of the administrator's notice of the violation delivered in writing to 

the permittee.  

(5)  The permittee has failed to take positive actions to prohibit violations from 

reoccurring.  

(6)  The permittee has failed to make modifications upon receipt of the 

administrator's notice to make such modifications delivered in writing to the permittee.  

(7)  The permittee'spermittee’s business license has been revoked, suspended, or is 

lapsed, in which case the permit issued pursuant to this article is automatically and 

immediately revoked.  

(b) Tables, chairs and other vestiges of the business may be removed by the department of public 

works, and a reasonable fee charged for labor, transportation and storage, should the permittee 

fail to remove the items within 36 hours of receipt of the administrator's final notice to do so for 

any reason provided for under this article. If the action is taken based on subsection (a)(2) or 

(3),) of this section, the action shall become effective upon the receipt of such notice and the 

permittee shall have four hours to remove the items. If an item presents an immediate threat to 

public health, safety, or welfare, blocks required pedestrian access, or interferes with emergency 

access, the City may remove, relocate, or secure the item without prior notice. The permittee 

shall remain responsible for all reasonable costs incurred by the City. 

(b) c) Notice of denial or revocation. Except in the case of revocation pursuant to 

subsection Sec. 11-298(a)(7), upon denial or revocation, the administrator shall give notice of 

such action to the applicant or the permittee, in writing, stating the action which has been taken 

and the reason therefortherefore. The action shall be effective upon giving such notice to the 

permittee.  

(c) d) Appeals. The permittee shall have the right to appeal the decision of the administrator 

toby filing a written notice of appeal with the city administratorCity within five working days 

fromof receipt of notice. An appeal does not stay the denial, suspension, or revocation of the 

permit. unless otherwise ordered by the hearing officer. Appeals shall be heard by an 

independent hearing officer designated by the City Administrator. The hearing shall be held 

within twofive working days from the date of notice of the request, if the city administrator is 
availablereasonably practicable, or as soon thereafter as the city administrator shall behearing 

officer is available. The permittee or applicant may be represented by an attorney and may 
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present witnesses, affidavits, and any relevant documentary evidence. Formal rules of evidence 

shall not apply. The city administratorhearing officer shall notify the permittee or applicant of 

the determination in writing. The city administrator 

 

Sec. 11-299. – Design and Operational Standards. 

(a) Pedestrian Access. A continuous pedestrian path of not less than six (6) feet in width shall 

have the discretion to designatebe maintained at all times, free from obstruction. 

(b) Encroachment Limitations. Encroachments shall not extend beyond the dutiesfrontage of the 

applicant’s business unless written permission is obtained from adjacent property owners or 

businesses and the extension is approved by the City as part of the permit. 

(c) Sandwich Board Signs. 

(1) Must be freestanding and movable; 

(2) Shall not exceed six (6) square feet per side and four (4) feet in height with up to two 

(2) sides; 

(3) The sign shall not be internally illuminated or equipped with any external lighting 

fixtures; however, it may be placed in areas illuminated by standard building-mounted or 

site lighting intended for pedestrian or storefront visibility,; 

(4) Shall be limited to identifying or being directly associated with the on-site business 

and shall not create a hazard, obstruction, or distraction inconsistent with pedestrian safety or 

streetscape aesthetics. 

(d) Umbrellas. 

(1) Shall be solid in color or otherwise consistent with the approved design standards and 

limited to identifying or being directly associated with the on-site business; 

(2) Must maintain a minimum clearance height of seven (7) feet; 

(3) Shall not encroach into the required pedestrian access area. 

(e) Outdoor Displays. 

(1) Must be freestanding, movable, and parallel to the building frontage; 

(2) Shall not exceed six and one-half (6.5) feet in height, three (3) feet in width, or three 

(3) feet in depth. Depth shall be measured perpendicular to the building frontage; 

(3) Shall be limited to identifying or being directly associated with the on-site business 

and shall comply with the purpose of preserving pedestrian safety and streetscape 

aesthetics; 

(4) Advertising may be displayed on an outdoor display; however, the total area occupied 

by advertising on any individual side or face of the display shall not exceed fifty percent 
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(50%) of the actual surface area of that side or face. For purposes of this subsection, 

advertising includes lettering, logos, graphics, images, or other promotional material. The 

area of each side or face shall be calculated using that side’s actual height and width. 

(5) Merchandise may be displayed but shall not be used for outdoor storage. Boxes, bulk 

merchandise containers, rolling carts, and similar merchandise-staging devices are 

prohibited. 

(f) Insurance Maintenance. Permit holders shall maintain required insurance at all times and 

provide updated proof annually or upon request. 

(g) Customer Management. Permit holders shall ensure that patrons do not obstruct pedestrian 

access or expand seating arrangements in a manner that violates this article. 

(h) Where this article imposes standards more restrictive than the Unified Development 

Ordinance, the standards of this article shall apply to encroachments on public sidewalks, plazas, 

rights-of-way, and other public property.

PROJECT HIGHLIGHTS 
 
Main Street Streetscape 
AOS contracted with an independent company to assess the paving project, and the 
findings were provided to Byrd Paving. The independent review confirmed earlier 
assessments that the joints need to be addressed and that several areas require 
milling and repaving. Byrd Paving has declined to perform the necessary repairs, 
and AOS is moving forward with an alternate contractor to complete the corrective 
work. The paving corrections are expected to be completed within the next four 
weeks. 
 

Parking Lot Revitalization Project 
Construction is currently underway at the Wall Street Parking Lot. Stormwater and 
sewer upgrades have been completed, and most of the curb installation has been 
finished. Substantial completion is anticipated on or about August 30, 2026, 
weather permitting. 

Municipal Complex 
The schematic design phase has been completed. The project is presently on hold 
pending further direction.  

Fire Station #3 
Design of the septic system for Fire Station #3 is currently underway. The next 
phase will include receiving and reviewing the construction cost estimate from 
Cloverleaf Construction. 
 

PD Terry Park Renovation 
The City has contracted with Studio Main to provide design, bidding, and 
construction administration services for the PD Terry Park renovation project. 
Phase I will include removal of the existing tennis courts, fencing, and lighting, 
along with expansion of the project area. The proposed final design includes four 
pickleball courts, two tennis courts, new fencing, and upgraded lighting. Studio 
Main has recently submitted 30% design drawings, and the next step will be to 
complete construction drawings and prepare the project for bidding.
